National Emergency Grants are discretionary awards by the Secretary of the U.S. Department of Labor (USDOL) 
that are intended to temporarily expand workforce service capacity  by providing time-limited funding assistance 
in response to significant dislocation events. Significant events are those that create a sudden need for assis-
tance that cannot reasonably be expected to be accommodated within the on-going operations of the formula-
funded Dislocated Worker program, including discretionary resource reserved at the state level.

Eligible dislocation events include those that arise from the effects of  unexpected events (e.g. disasters).
This  would include responding to the recent explosion at the Transocean Deepwater Horizon drilling platform in 
the Gulf of Mexico.

Services include:
 
  Temporary jobs for clean-up of debris and restoration; 
  Temporary jobs to provide humanitarian assistance (distributing vital supplies such as food, water  
  and shelter for citizens in the affected areas);
  Training and placement services to help individuals who participate in the temporary jobs.; and
  Assistance for small businesses affected by a disaster (if approved by the USDOL).

Other services provided by the workforce system include but are not limited to: job fairs, job referrals, support 
services, payroll services, assessment services, interviewing techniques, testing, counseling and employability 
planning, case management, vocational guidance, job search activities, resume assistance, specific labor 
market information, job development contracts, and employee bonding program.
